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Dr. Henrietta M. Smith (1922-2021), Professor Emerita, School of Information at the University of South Florida was a scholar, librarian, and storyteller.
Among Dr. Smith's many publications were four volumes documenting the Coretta Scott King Awards given annually to outstanding African American authors and illustrators of books for children and young adults that demonstrate an appreciation of African American culture and universal human values. 
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Dr. Smith was instrumental in establishing the Ashley Bryan Art series at the African American Research Library and Cultural Center of the Broward County Library. 
She was a nationally known storyteller who participated in storytelling events in New Mexico and on a medical trip on the Amazon River.
She received many professional awards and recognitions.
