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Guy Redvers Lyle (1907–1994) was a Canadian-born American librarian, administrator, author, and educator recognized for his leadership in academic librarianship and his influential writings on college and university library management.  He received the Joseph W. Lippincott Award in 1972 for distinguished service to librarianship from the American Library Association.
Lyle was born in  Lloydminster, Saskatchewan, Canada. He earned a B.S. in library science from Columbia University’s School of Library Service in 1929 and an M.S. in 1932. 
He held successive directorships at Antioch College, the Woman’s College of the University of North Carolina (now the University of North Carolina at Greensboro), Louisiana State University, and Emory University, where he served until his retirement in 1972. 

While at the Woman’s College, Lyle was elected president of the Association of College and Research Libraries (ACRL) for 1954–1955. 


His publications shaped the profession for decades. The most notable was the textbook The Administration of the College Library, first issued in 1944 and reaching a fourth edition in 1974. 
Other key works included The President, the Professor, and the College Library (1963), The Librarian Speaking: Interviews with University Librarians (1970), and his autobiographical memoir Beyond My Expectation: A Personal Chronicle (1981). 

Lyle also consulted widely for colleges and universities and played a role in advancing interlibrary cooperation in the Southeast. 
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
